I. CLASS SCHEDULE

Classes begin on September 19 (Monday at St. Joseph), September 20 (Tuesday Sessions),
September 21 (Wednesday sessions). The schedule each day is::

4:00 pm - 5:15 pm Grades K, 1, 2,3 (St. Joseph) (Monday)
4:15 pm - 5:30 pm Grades K-6 (St. Ignatius) (Tuesday/Wednesday)
6:00 pm - 7:15 pm Grades 7-8 (St. Ignatius) (Tuesday/Wednesday)

Enrollment will be limited to 10 students per section for each Kindergarten class.

II. CATECHESIS OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD

Starting in September 2011, the Interparish Religious Education Program (IREP) of St.
Ignatius Loyola will be offering an additional program of religious formation for preschool
children, ages 4 and 5, called the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd. This is a Montessori-
based set of activities in a new space called the Atrium. Within the Atrium the child has the
opportunity to develop a personal relationship with God through an introduction to
Scripture narratives and the Liturgical traditions of the Church.
